Keynote speakers included Claude Bolton Jr., the former Army acquisition executive
and current Defense Acquisition University executive-in-residence; Pat Tamburrino,
assistant deputy ‘chief of naval operations for Fleet Readiness & Logistics; Randy
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Fowler, assistant deputy undersecretary of defense for materiel readiness; and Lane Col.-

lie, principal deputy G-3/5 for operations and the executive deputy for supply chain and
industrial operations with the Army Materiel Command.,

Additional speakers at the conference included Chris Bramon from the National
Aeronautics and Space Administration and Beth Carlock from Integrated Support Sys-
tems, a defense contractor.
